SaMC Project update

-The ISO is publishing settlements statements according to the posted statement calendar. 
Status Update: 
We do have the 3 bill period invoice that publishes today, and everything else outside of that is tracking regarding publishing.  

Documentation Updates (Tri):

The only documentation we will post is the standard design document, with all the changed, we want to update all the attributes and so on, and it will be posted today.  There is no configuration output file change today
BPM Update:
There are’nt any BPM updates for this week, we had out stake holder meeting yesterday, and Chris announced a resource is working on the BPM library issues we have been experiencing.  There goal for the fix at the end of this month, so once they complete the work effort we should be able to bring the library up to current.  
Open Discussion:
FERC issued a NOPR last Thursday, the NOPR was on FERC setting standardized guideline on the frequency of payment publishing invoices, and they proposed a weekly invoice standard with a movement with in one year with daily invoicing standard that’s in the NOPR. When we did payment acceleration and we are doing semimonthly invoicing.  Ultimately we do have a vision to go to weekly invoicing, we didn’t have a date, but we had a vision of working toward it.  But with FERC proposing that weekly invoicing I didn’t see that as tremendous out of line but the daily invoicing concerns me and I wanted to get feed back from you because there is a significant cost.  I am encouraging you to respond and comment so that our voices and ideas are heard about the proposed change.  You must talk to your legal department in order to respond to the FERC proposal, it has to be responded to formally within in the 60day comment window that started on January 21, # RM10-13-000.
Comments:

· The Daily would be too much of a burden from a work load standpoint.  

· Another concern is accuracy.

To-Do:
· There were two items about the AREVA enhancement list that were requested by participants, which is the business driver edition and the BD matrix in the configuration output file, I did present those two to our IT department during the AREVA update meeting last Monday, I don’t have a response yet but I did want you to know that as soon as I get it I will update you all.
· The zero dollar statement where the billing determinate filing was published but the statement file for those zero dollar statement was not, in the 10,000 foot level.  In short what had happened there was an IT configuration change that resulted in a zero dollar statement files not getting published. So you still got your Billing Determinate file but you never got your statement file if it was a zero dollar statement file.  And what happened is that one of our vendors the system requires the two pieces to go together  to make it works, but there’s a bigger issue, how did that change occur?  That was a bigger challenge and it’s being explored at a higher level in my company as we speak.  I haven’t got a full understanding on the other side as to why they stopped.  Right now I’m tied up with legal issues this week, but I will try and get an update as we refine the document in the next coming SaMC user group calls.  
Going forward, we will be publishing both settlements file and bill determinant file.
