SaMC Project update
-The ISO is publishing settlements statements according to the posted statement calendar. 
Status Update: 
We have an invoice next week, and we are following in line now with the regular statement time lines and close outs.  We have an upcoming October T+76 statements close out where that will finish the last of the pre Payment Acceleration months. We will keep you in the loop on T+18 months true up for Pre Payment Acceleration.  

Documentation Updates:

Tomorrow we will have a SaMC configuration output release to production.
BPM Update:
We don’t have any BPM updates for this week, and we are on track to provide the PRR’s and BPM’s associated with PDR next week on Wednesday and I will provide an announcement in next weekdays call.
Open Discussion:
· I would encourage everyone to read and comment on FERC NOPR on the weekly invoicing with a potential within a year moving to a daily invoicing.  This need to be done formally; please respond to FERC so they get a good representation of our market participants. 

· The proposal that the  ISO made regarding pulling the True up windows forward for predictability of statements for the April 1 – October 31st time frame which is the pre payment acceleration post MRTU window.  We are proposing to publish a T+18 month True up starting on April 1st and then a T+35 month True up, using the two True ups that are already in existence for the Payment Acceleration window.
· We are still working on the sample payment calendar; we will try and get it in by the next call
· The IMS issue with Anaheim has been corrected with a long term fix.

· There was a discussion on late payment penalties and late collateral penalties that was two charge codes, and I wanted to see if we have any questions on that.

· HASP quantity received by settlements was incorrect for trade dates 12/11/09 – 1/03/10 and that issue was fixed on the 4th of January in time for the initial statement publication , and the corrected data for those impacted dates will be reflected in your T+38 re-calc statements.  You’ll see corrected data on your re-calc statements.

· We have a new monthly workshop being managed by Janet Morris that workshop is suppose to cover updates on issues, topics, and projects.  

· I wanted to add a project timeline slide, that will have the projects and work efforts that we are aware and when there due to be implemented.  This will be a “what we are aware of at that point and time” so we can foster timing and implementation.  

Question:

What is the status on publishing the pre MRTU historical invoices?

Answer:
There is an initiative right now where there’s been date presented on a possible classified FERC order that was called behind the meter load, and there CD’s sent out on that and on the SAP adjustment which covered June 21, 2001 Dec 31, 2001.  Once we complete these next week, then on an invoice the following week, then clear on the least week of this month. Then we will start working chronologically from 1/1/2002 moving forward and recalculating these issues, and it’s not going to be daily.
