SaMC Project update

-The ISO is publishing settlements statements according to the posted statement calendar. 
Status Update: 
We have an invoice that published yesterday; again we have not anticipating or experiencing any problems in our publishing or timing since our last call and today. 
Documentation Updates (Tri):

We do not expect any configuration changes this week.
Question: When do you plan to have the configuration files for the market simulation?
Answer: Following is the timeline for publishing SaMC Configuration Output file for Market Sims:
· AS- HASP Configuration Output file – No later than 2/19/10

· PDR Configuration Output File – Mid March.

BPM Update: 
On Monday we posted several new PRR’s associated with the proxy demand resource implementation PRR # 174 –187, the comment period is open as of the 8th of February and remains open through the 23rd.
Open Discussion:
· We have been requested to post 3 documents:
1. A Project calendar (XL horizontal bar chart showing anticipated time lines, this was sent last night) we will continue to update this list to keep it current, and enhance it as we go along as we get better information. 

2. There was a second request and that was to show a draft payment calendar on the MRTU forward true ups that we were proposing which was applying the Payment Acceleration calendar methodology to the earlier dates from April 1 2009 to October 31 2009.  This was a manual representation were we wanted to get some dates out and show you the schedule, so that all of you on the call can anticipate when to expect the statements, once this processes is formally approved then we can put in and apply date with the time line.  For five weeks now we have been talking about standardizing the predictability of true ups associated with the pre MRTU issues and helping them close out.  This approach meets that need; a calendar was a requested on the call so this addresses that concern.  Although, this needs to be a formalized processes as a Tariff change and language change is involved.  I want all you to know that I have started that processes internally and I have a formal presentation this week on the subject, and I will share information regarding my presentation if we have it before the next meeting, otherwise we will talk about it as soon as I get feedback.  
Question: for settlements under MRTU what’s the difference between a recalculation and a rerun?

Answer: Assuming this processes is approved then there is no such thing as a re run.  A re un is essentially a recalculation run, were running the settlements engine for the second time.  Re execution would be a better term.  Although a re run has a specific meaning; any run that occurs after the T+76 time line, it will be a different major group, and that’s defined in the BPM main body.  Also the distinction there is FERC fee charge codes are not included in those runs, and that’s for the T+18 and T+35 months.  
3. SLA on the publishing requirements.   We do have it completed but it’s in internal review right now. I will ask for a one week delay and will post it next week.

Pending this new list of projects I was just made aware of in the last 48hours I wanted to talk to all of you and say that were facing a lot of projects coming up.  This list I see now has some big initiatives and some small initiatives and hopefully many of the greens are transparent to you as vendors and participants but its still work to us.  So were trying to the WHOLE list of projects out in front of us and you so we all have a good grasp of what’s going on with new initiatives and new work. Once I get that list and I get it out to you, I’m hoping we can go thorough the standing items  and its more of just a update where we are in projects and documentation associated with projects, and if we have any new issues and concerns they will be brought up as well.  So I’m hoping we grow this call into addressing many of the projects and statuses as we have better information in real time so you’re not relying on monthly meeting or specific communication distributions for those specific updates.
