SaMC Project update

-The ISO is publishing settlements statements according to the posted statement calendar. 
Status Update: 
The statement republication is in the finalized processes, so we will post the document later this week, and once we posted please reply with your comments.  
Documentation Updates (Tri):

For the configuration output file we will have a release publishing next week, I will post that once it becomes available. The configuration file will not include AS HASP or PDR.   The AS HASP will be published by the end of this week via separate configuration output file; once it’s posted we will send you a link.  PDR will be around mid March.
BPM Update (Elizabeth): 
There is an emergency change for charge code 6044 under scheduled load, this PRR is # 191 and this change is providing for implementation of a FERC order that was accepting an ISO compliance filing to modify the definition of the ISO IFM pertained quantity.  Both the monthly and the daily components of 6044 impacted this change; so you will see it later this afternoon.  The BPMS will be available today; and the configuration output file will be available upon release into production which is next week.
The next change is also an emergency change, this is for Real Time Price pre calculation PRR # 192; this change is based on participant dispute.  The ISO is determined that MSS that have elected net sentiment and are net supplying energy should have the point of delivery and aggregated generation resource LMP included of a calculation of associated prices though this BPM update reflects that change.  Both of these are going to be in the release that Tri mentioned earlier, for which the configuration file will be provided next week.
The next change I have is associated with the late payment penalty charge codes and main body updates that are planed for affectivity for the 7th of April 2010.  The main body edits are in PRR # 193; the revised sections provide clarification in an attribute for the new charge codes as well as some new sections pointing to BPM for credit management for language associated with late payment penalties associated with collateral.

Another update for PRR # 194 for the new charge code 5024, this is the invoice pate payment penalty.  And PRR # 195 for charge code 5025 for the collateral late payment penalties. 

One thing we wanted to point out here these are effective April 7th and subject to a FERC acceptance to an ISO amendment so that we have not received the order yet, but it is anticipated that there shouldn’t be any changes for this.   

Also important to note, any late the effective date of the charge codes is 4/7/2010 this is not a trade date but a calendar date affectivity, so any invoices or collateral payment received late after calendar date 4/7/2010 will be subject to these penalties regardless of the associated bill period on those invoices.  
Because the late payment penalty is 4/7/2010, the main body version was updated to version 5. we had previously posted edits to the PDR initiative to the main body prior to this, and that was originally posted as version 5 but since that BPM doesn’t become effective until may, were going to repost the BPM main body as an attachment to the PRR with a revised version number of 6 as opposed to version 5, and you wills see that later today as well.
Based on what Tri said about SLA for statement reposting that document will be available for review this week, please take the time to do that and provide any comments to myself, Tri, or the SaMC user group email box. In addition to that to support the previsions of the re posting SLA we are proposing a change to the statement file name to include a time stamp “YYYYMMMDDHH24MI for publishing in addition to just publication dates. So right now the last date string in the file name is a date string for the posting date, were proposing to expand that with a time stamp
