SaMC User Group Meeting Summary

February 24, 2010
SaMC Project update
-The ISO is publishing settlements statements according to the posted statement calendar. 
Status Update: 
In the last six SaMC user group calls I have talked about the prospect of pulling the payment acceleration true up time line, and the sunset provision back to MRTU start up.  We want to be looking forward so we can provide predictability statements, having an 18 and 35 month true up ultimately the 36 month sunset prevision we have applied to payment acceleration.  Based on that I went to our internal product review committee and had the project approved.  We will be carrying a stake holder processes and a draft Tariff language change or modifications to make everything consistent.  And I do invite you to participate as we go through that processes. The hope is that the design is mirrored with what’s already configured for you by your vendor.  Hopefully we have very little change.  This for MRTU live going forward, that does not address the Pre MRTU predictability of statement generation which is there re runs associated with Pre MRTU is to provide predictability to when we will be presenting data to all of you.  We are still working on publishing the SAP 2 adjustments and GMC meter load, FERC order compliance adjustments; that one was deferred until the end of March.  We will have a schedule for that this week, and we will communicate that to you in a market notice, so we can get your input and questions.  

Last few calls we have been talking about the FERC NOPR on weekly and daily invoicing,  I do want to encourage you to comment in the formal processes.   There is a 60day window, and we are in that window now.  The ISO will be submitting a formal response. 
Documentation Updates (Tri):

We will have the SaMC configuration output file released into productions tomorrow, so the configuration output file will post on Friday.  Last week I sent out the BD Matrix, which includes all the changes that will be released into productions tomorrow, and you can use that BD matrix for your reference. 
BPM Update (Elizabeth): 
There are no new BPM updates for this week, but we did have the BPM stake holder meeting yesterday and I wanted to make mention that as part of the PRR process there were revised guides posted for some PRR’s; PRR#158 for spin, non spin calculation associated with HASP AS, there was a revised guide posted.  This is just a language clarification and a missing plus sign and a formula.  You can find that updated guide as a part of PRR#158; this issue persisted in the BPM configuration guide posted against PRR#177 which is the Spin, non Spin pre calculation for PDR.  That guide has been updated as well for consistency. PRR#174 the main body was updated just for a version number change from 5 to 6.  PRR#186 for charge code 6806 this is a PDR change and a formula change for this item as well.  You can see that detail in the PRR.  PRR#194 and PRR#195 for charge code 5024 and 5025 these are the late payment penalty charge codes, revised guides were posted there to remove an inadvertent summation symbol.  Specific details can be found in the PRR’s themselves.  
Open Discussion (Meghna and Janet):
We have received several questions as to when we will receive the configuration out put file for AS ASHP and PDR’s.   We have posted the AS HASP configuration out put file last Friday.  We are working on the PDR; the communicated date was mid march but we are trying to shoot for next week.

Question: 
Why we couldn’t we provide files any sooner?

Answer: 
For production, once the changes have been tested we promote them to production to get a configuration out put file. But with projects, once a test has been done we have to wait for the environment so we can promote it to the market simulation environment from there we give an extract from the configuration out put file, that’s why even though you see the BPM’s the file is not come out the way productions comes out, a week or so later.  But as of last week we finally got our environment and because of it we were able to provide a HASP configuration out put file, that configuration for HASP has been currently under test which is why the PDR is next in line. We did not want to put both configuration on top of each other to minimize confusion incase we have an issue.  It’s supposed to complete this week, once that’s done we will have the PDR’s deployed and you should get your configuration out put file if all goes planed.  So in the future since we have a dedicated environment for us we could expect a configuration file for all projects about 4weeks in advanced of the market simulation.  So 6weeks before the start of the market simulation you will see the BPM and 4 weeks before you will be able to see the configuration output file.
