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2.0 Creating and Modifying a Location 

 

2.1  Entering Location 

 
 

 

To enter a new location, First Select the Location tab on the main menu. Then click 

Actions; select New Location from drop down 

 

 
 

This will bring up a blank screen for a new location. 

 

Enter the following information in the required fields in yellow (unless marked optional): 

 

Location name ï Identifies the location/site for the user 

 

UDC Account # ï This is the account number a DRP receives from a UDC for 

billing 

 

DRP ï Defaulted to userôs assigned DRP ID automatically upon login 

 

UDC ï Represents Utility Distribution Center of location 
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SubLAP ï One of the 23 SubLAP locations of CAISO 

 

Address information ï The physical address of the location 

 

BUS Pnode ï Bus the location ties into, only required if requesting a custom 

resource ID. 

Select the UDC and SubLAP field. The SubLAP will change based on which UDC the 

User selects. For example UDC003 is SDGE and will only show a single SubLAP to 

select in the SubLAP field.  

 

 

Completely filled out new location 
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After completing the Site information, click Profile to enter resource characteristics.   

Please note all load reduction is measured in kWH.

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2.2  Viewing a Location 

 
To view current locations, the user must click on the location menu. 

 
Loc ID ï A number assigned by the DRS for a particular location. 

 

Name ï The Name of the location assigned by the User, 

 

UDC Account # - The account number entered in the UDC Account # field by 

the User 

 

DRP ï The DRP ID given to the DRP by the CAISO 

 

UDC- The UDC ID given to the UDC by the CAISO 

 

SubLAP ï The Sublap in which the location resides 

 

Load Reduction ï The total Load Reduction capacity per location 

 

Zip  ï The Zip code in which the location resides 

 

Status ï The status of the location 

 Active ï The location is assigned to a registration 

 New ï The location is saved and not assigned to a location 

 

To view the details for each location the User much click on the Loc ID or Name 

hyperlink. 
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2.3  Editing a Location 

 
After a location is saved, a user will have to Option to Edit or Copy a Location.  To 

update or edit a location go to Actions >> Edit . 

 

 
 

After selecting Edit , all the field that were once Grey should turn yellow, and will allow 

a user to edit the entries. 
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2.4  Copying a Location 

 
The Copy location option allows a user to create a new location entry by using data from 

an existing location.  

 

After a location is saved, a user will have to Option to Edit , Register, or Copy a 

Location.  To Copy a location go to Actions >> Copy Location. 

 

 
 

After selecting Copy Location, all the field that were once Grey should turn yellow, and 

will allow you to change the entries.

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2.5  Common Errors  

 

 
Error Codes if saving a Location without data completely filled out 

 

3037 - UDC organization is required, please select a value.  

 The UDC field was not filled out. The User must type a valid UDC Code in 

the UDC field.  

3038 - SubLAP is required, please select a value.  

 The SubLAP field was not filled out. The User must select a valid SubLAP 

Code in the SubLAP field.  

3039 - The selected UDC organization does not operate in the State of California.  

 The UDC field was filled out by an invalid code. The User must type a valid 

UDC Code in the UDC field.  

3040 - Location name is required. 

 The User did not specify a location name; they must fill out the Name Field.  

3048 - Number of characters in UDC Account Number is 0, minimum length should 

be 1.  

 The UDC Account Number field was not filled out correctly. The User must 

type a valid UDC Account Number in the UDC Account Number field. The 

field must have at least 1 digit to successful save a location.  

3058 - Zip Code is required, Please enter a valid value.  

 A Zip Code was not filled out. The User must have a zip code containing 5 or 

9 number to successfully save a location 
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3060 - Address Line 1 is required, Please enter a valid value.  

 Invalid Address was entered. User must re-enter the address which street 

name.  

3063 - City is required, Please enter a valid city.  

 Invalid City was entered; User must type in a valid city name.  

3066 - Load reduction should not be null. 

 Load Reduction, in the Profile tab was set to 0. User must have at least 1 

KWH at a location.  

      3053 - UDC Account Number 1111111 is in use for the LocationTest02. 

 

 User submitted a duplicate location. The User should revalidate the UDC 

number to check for accuracy. If the location is valid, the User should contact 

CAISO for assistant.  

 The User may proceed with registration, but the Registration will be on hold 

until the incumbent DRP (current owner of location) and User resolve 

ownership of a location.  
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3.0 PDR Registration  

 

3.1  Registering a New location 

 

 
A user can create a new location to register by first selecting the Location tab on the 

main menu. 

 

To register a new location, first refer to Section 2 of the user guide.  

 

Once the location information is fully entered, the user may Save the information for 

later, or Save & Register the information to continue to the registration process. 

 

Save will allow a user to save their current location entry, and allow the 

user to continue creating new locations without proceeding to the 

Registration Process.  

 

Save & Register will allow a user to save their current location entry and 

continue with the Registration Process, continued on Section 3.3 of the 

User Guide 
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3.2  Registering an Existing location 

 
A user can select an existing location for registration by first selecting the Location tab 

on the main menu. 

 

Select the location to register by clicking on one of the hyperlinks on the Loc ID  or 

Name fields.  

 

 

 
The hyperlinks will take the User to the Location Details page, where all the fields are 

grayed out. 

 

After a location is saved, you will have to option to Edit , Register, or Copy a Location.

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3.3  Registering Detail Menu 

 
One a user enters into the Registration process; the Registration Detail menu appears 

and is available for data entry.  

 

Enter the following information in the required fields in yellow: 

 

Name ï Copied from location, however can be edited within the Registration Details 

section 

 

Program ï User must select Economic program option 

 

Start Date ï Start date of the registration (cannot overlap with existing registration for 

the same location).   

 

End Date ï End date of registration. 

 

LSE ï Load Serving Entity for the location(s) in registration 

 

PDR_ID ï Select one of the following options:   

Assign Pre-Defined PDR ï CAISO will select a unique pre-established resource 

ID in the MasterFile for the registration. 

New Custom PDR ï CAISO will develop a new resource ID for this registration 

(custom). 

Existing Resource ID ï Resource IDs previously assigned to the DRP account.   

(Should be selected if resource ID was pre assigned to location) 

 

DLA P ï Select the DLAP the registration falls under.  There should only be one option 

based on provided inputs. 

 

DRP_SC ï Select the SC assigned to the registration. They will be responsible for 

submitting bids into the market and meter data to the DRS.
