SaMC Project update
-The ISO is publishing settlements statements according to the posted statement calendar. 
Status Update: 
We are aware of the issue with the monthly statement that we published yesterday for February 2010.  We know that the statement is missing some wheeling charge codes, and right now we are working with IT, investigating why it did not publish yesterday.  As soon as we find out the problem we will re publish the monthly statement.  We have a day light savings coming up March 14, in prepare for that we are running a sample statement file for day light savings, so if you want to receive the statement file and Bill Determent file so you can test for the day light savings, you can send me an e-mail and I will forward it to you.
In addition, when we publish the historic statement file, the BD file went out but then for some reason you don’t see the settlement file.  The statement file did not generate, but this issue has now been fixed so you can go back in and get that file.
Documentation Updates (Tri):

We don’t have any SaMC release this week.
BPM Update (Elizabeth): 
Is a result of a request made last call; we provided a listing of all the BPM configurations guides that should have been already posted to the library.  But had not due to system issues, so that last list was provided last Thursday.  BPMs are only posted to the library after they have completed the full change management cycle. Meaning the final decision has been posted, that’s true for all BPM’s, with an exception of emergency PRRs or PRR’s associated with in an initiative.  Emergency PRR’s should go to the library right away.  And PRRs changes associated are posted on or about the effective date of the initiative.

The other update was just a notification that was a result of participant comments on PRR 193 these were main body changes associated with length payment penalty.  As a result of participant comment we revised that main body to accommodate a missing attribute that was untreated to the late payment plenty, attribute B Prime that was missing from the listing and section 8-2
PDR: 

We posted the configuration output file for both AS HASP and PDR yesterday. 

Open Discussion:

In terms of bridging the settlement time line from Payment Acceleration publication routines back to the 4/1 time line.  As Brad has mentioned in several meetings, that has been approved, and were moving forward with the issue paper and the initial proposal, we anticipate posting those documents by the end of this week, and they will be accompanied with a market notice.  That market notice will have details on it for the first stake holder conference call to discuss the issue and the proposal.  We are looking at March 18th for that first conference call.
