Status Update:

Documentation Updates (Tri)

For production release we have a configuration output files we plan to have a draft release posted today, as soon as I can get the file from IT, I will post it and send out a communication.  Based on a new process we are trying to give a draft configuration output file two weeks in advanced before it goes into production.  
BPM Update (Elizabeth): 
We have a few BPM updates to announce today.  Several of those are included in this release plan for the end of the month, and you will be getting a draft today as Tri mentioned.  

· New PRR for measure demand over control area this is PRR#203, this change is not planed for this March release, so you did not see that on the notes that Tri sent out last week.  This is for April release, so it is not an emergency BPM change.  This change is to subtract TOR contract rights from the measure demand over all AP nodes associated with a MSS entities, this was dispute related correction needed to support the calculation of 6477, and 6774, primarily impacting your MSS net entities.  The BPM will be posted today but the change itself will not go until the end of April
· PRR#204, this is a wheel export quantity change this is going in the end of March release, but it is also an emergency change because the effective date is May 1st of 2010, and this change is to accommodate an exception flag for new contracts at the resource ID level.  That change to wheel export quantity pre calculation will impact charge code# 383, and #382.  So you will see that in the draft release but it is not effective until 5/1.
· The next change is for Spin/Non-Spin pre calculation this is PRR#205, and this is a change as a result of testing of the HASP AS implementation, an error was discovered requiring a minor modification to this pre calculation, since the original PRR for this charge code associated with the HASP AS change has already completed the process we had to enter a new PRR#205 for this change.  This is effective 4/1, so this is an emergency change in terms of the fact that it won’t complete the change management process in time for implementation.  I also understand this was also announced as part of the daily technical announcement excel file that is posted everyday at 5PM as part of the market simulation process.  There’s an additional in progress PRR associated with Spin/Non-Spin no pay quantity that’s the PDR PRR, with an effective date of 5/1. That configuration guide also had to change to mirror these changes.  So a revised configuration guide was made for Spin/Non-Spin no pay quantity version 5.2 was posted to PRR#177 that PRR is still in progress.  So we were able to post that change without initiating a new PRR.

· PRR#206 this is for RUC no pay quantity pre calculation, this is also an emergency change that will be effective 2/1, 20010 trade dates which we have not settled for T+76 cycle. This is going in the upcoming release for March.  This is an internally identified design issue requiring a change to the calculation for determining real time regulation up quantity as well as the calculation for determining the RUC portion for resources that have no RUC capacity.  This is PRR#206 effective retroactively to 2/1.
Market Simulation Updates: 

We sent a new configuration output file on Friday night, and it posted on Monday for AS HASP and BPM’s were announced today.  We also had to update the PDR configuration file because of the AS HASP and both are in separate environments the PDR is still in test and AS HASP is in market simulation so that why you see two files going concurrently.  Because PDR is on top of AS HASP it will be in your latest and greatest configuration in market simulation.  But they both have different environments so we will always sync up the test environments with the market simulation environment.  So between the two you’ll use one, in PDR configuration will be the one, but once the PDR has passed testing ill promote that to stage as well and then you will get another configuration output file from stage which will have a market simulation environment PDR plus AS HASP.  A calendar was provided to the market simulation coordinator but since its not yet posted ill send the SaMC user group update after this meeting, so we all have a schedule as to when we will publish each date for this week of  3/15 – 3/19, but for 3/12 I will have to do a follow up.
Open Discussion:

Last Friday everyone should have seen a market notice indicating that we will have a stakeholder call the new market recalculation window proposal, also know as the bridge project, to bride the settlement time line from 4/1 to the end of October, with a planed re run schedule that issue paper and initial straw proposal document was posted last Friday and the market notice that went out provided details regarding the first stake holder conference call that will be held on that issue that is tomorrow for 1PM – 3PM.  I wanted to remind everyone to go out there, take a look at it and be prepared for the meeting.  The actual written comments are not due until the 23rd.
