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ISO Board approves 13 new projects in 2016 transmission plan

FOLSOM, Calif. — In an effort to improve grid reliability, the California Independent System
Operator (ISO) Board of Governors today approved the 2016 Transmission Plan, which calls for
the construction of 13 projects at a total estimated cost of $288 million.

The projects in the plan were identified in 2015 before California increased its renewable energy
target to 50 percent by 2030. The 50-percent goal wasn’t taken into consideration for this plan, but
will be central to future planning cycles.

The Board was also briefed on the impact of developments regarding the Aliso Canyon natural gas
storage facility and its potential restrictions to serve power plants in the LA Basin. The situation is

being evaluated, and results will be added to the final Summer Assessment report, which is slated
for release in early May.
