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ISO monitoring Central Valley heat conditions this weekend
Grid operator predicts sufficient energy supply to cover higher demand

FOLSOM, Calif. — Following last summer’s extreme heat events, the California
Independent System Operator (ISO) committed to better prepare the public for possible
stressed grid conditions caused by excessive heat. This news release and future
bulletins will provide advance notice when weather conditions could negatively affect
grid operations.

Although the ISO anticipates increased electrical demand over the hot Memorial Day

weekend, with temperatures forecast to reach triple digits in some locations, our current
projections show sufficient electricity available to serve the anticipated spike in demand.
The ISO continues to closely monitor conditions and will provide updates as necessary.

Temperatures in the Central Valley are currently forecast to be 10-20 degrees warmer
than normal Sunday, May 30, through Tuesday, June 1. Forecasted peak demand
during the high temperatures is as follows:

e Sunday — about 29,000 megawatts (MW)

e Monday — about 32,000 MW

e Tuesday — almost 32,000 MW

If weather or system conditions worsen, the ISO may issue a series of notifications to
utilize additional resources, preparing market participants and the public for potential
energy shortages and the need to conserve. For more information, see the ISO’s Alerts
Warnings, and Emergency Notifications fact sheet.

The ISO could also then issue a Flex Alert, a voluntary call for consumers to reduce
electricity use from 4 p.m. to 9 p.m.
