(Folsom, CA) Thereis no scarcity of giving spirit at the California Independent System Operator (California
ISO), despite the state’s electricity shortage. A record-breaking string of electrical emergencies kept many
California ISO employees working 16-hour days the past two weeks, but that did not stop them from their desire
to play Santa to hundreds of children served by the County of Sacranifit®srom the Heart 2000 program.
Under the program, foster children, and boys and girls waiting-to-be-adopted, as well as kids from troubled
homes, hand over Christmas wish-lists to volunteers with the Department of Health and Human Services.
