Transmission Access Charge Options

This initiative considers whether the existing revenue recovery mechanisms would be
appropriate should a transmission owner with a load service territory join the ISO as a
participating transmission owner. This initiative began with an issue paper in late October
2015.

This initiative evaluates whether the existing resource adequacy tariff provisions are
appropriate for use in a regional ISO balancing authority area that encompasses multiple
states.

the potential integration of other balancing authority areas into the ISO balancing authority
area.
