On March 1, 2011, you submitted for filing, on behalf of the California 
Independent System Operator Corporation (CAISO), tariff revisions directed by 
the Commission in a prior order and pursuant to an Offer of Settlement.1  
Specifically, you were required to revise the CAISO tariff to incorporate revised 
default loss allocation tariff provisions agreed to in the settlement.  Your 
compliance filing incorporating the proposed tariff revisions is accepted, effective 
March 31, 2009, as stipulated in the settlement.2    

 
This filing was noticed on March 1, 2011, with comments, protests or 

motions to intervene due on or before March 22, 2011.  No protests or adverse 
comments were filed.  Notices of intervention and unopposed timely filed motions
