PG&E Non-SF6 Circuit breaker pilot program

Rama Reddy  (PG&E – Manager of Substation Standards) presented an overview of PG&E’s SF6 gas replacement program including a review of manufacturers, differences in physical size between traditional SF6 and new non-SF6 CB’s , industry developments and activities, as well as PG&E’s current pilot program. Ms. Reddy specifically discussed PG&E’s ongoing pilot program using a vacuum type Non-SF6 circuit breakers.  


SCE Circuit breaker analysis and circuit breaker testing program

Mark Christensen (SCE – Manager of Substation Apparatus and Maintenance)  presented on the the history of  SCE’s Circuit Breaker Analysis (CBA). Mr. Christensen discussed the tools, methods and some of the findings from the program over the years. In addition, automated collection of CBA data has been progressing through SCE’s CBLOM program, their circuit breaker online monitoring program.
