The state is already in a Stage Two Emergency today, having declared a Stage One at 3:19 a.m. and a
Stage Two at 5:00 a.m. Both Emergency declarations are in effect until midnight tonight. Today’s demand for
electricity is estimated to peak at 32,488 megawatts tonight around 6:00 p.m.
