Real-time solar grid data now available
Power grid operators unveil Solar Today web tool on Earth Day

FOLSOM, Calif. — The California Independent System Operator Corporation (ISO) launched a
new tool today that enhances the visibility of renewable resources on the grid.

The new Solar Today web graph depicts real-time data of solar energy being generated on the
ISO wholesale power grid, which serves 80 percent of California. The 24-hour real-time feature
provides transparency to the variability of solar production within each day. The feature also
provides the current megawatts being generated by solar power at any given time.

The ISO also contributes to solar production through an onsite solar farm at its new Folsom
headquarters, generating about 750 kilowatts to be used toward the facility’s daily demand
through rooftop and carport photovoltaic panels.

Solar Today is one of many tools the 1SO uses to make renewable production data public. Wind
Today, the counterpart to Solar Today, shows real-time wind production on the grid. An overall
snapshot of all renewable production for the previous day is also available on the 1ISO website
through the Renewables Watch. This tool provides a look back on production for wind, solar,
biomass, biogas, geothermal and small hydroelectricity.
